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This agreement ("Agreement") is made this ____ day of _____ ,fill.by and between l'yro Spcclaculars, Inc., a California 
corµorat ion, hercinaflcr referred to us ("PYRO"}, and City of Redondo Beach, hereinafler referred to A.~ ("CLIENT"). PYRO and CLIENT arc sometimes 
referred to as ''Party" or collectively A.~ "Parties'' herein. 

I . Engngemtnt • CLIENT hereby engages PYRO to provide to CLIENT one fireworks production ("Production··). and PYRO accepts such cngagrn1cnt 
upon all of the promises. terms and conditions hercina0cr set fonh. The Production shall be substantially as outlined in Progrnrn "S ', attached hereto and 
incorporated herein by this reference. 

1.1 P\'RO Dutirs - PYRO shall provide all pyrotechnic equipment, trained pyrotcchnicians, shipping, pyrotechnic products, application for 
specific pyrotechnic permits (the cost of which, including standby fees, shall be paid by Cl .!ENT) rcluting tn the Production. insurMce covering the 
Production and the other lhings on its pan to be performed, including preproduction services, all as more specifically set fonh below in this Agrccmcnl 
and in the Scope of Work ("Scope of Work"), attached hereto, incorporated herein by this reference, w1d made a pan of this Agreement as though set 
forth fully herein. 

1.2 Cl.IF.NT llutifs - CLIENT shall provide to PYRO a suitable site ('"Site") for the Production, security for the Site us sct forth in Paragraph 
6 hereof, access to lhc Site, any permission necessary 10 uti lize the Site for 1hc Produc1ion, and the other things on its part to be performed as more 
specifically set forth lx;low in 1his Agreement and in the Scope of Work. All Site arrangements are subjecl 10 PYRO's reasonable approval us to 
pyrotechnic safety, suitability. and sccuri1y. All olher conditions of the Site shall be lhc responsibility of CLIENT, including, but not limited to, access, 
use, control. parking and general safety with respect to the public, CLIENT personnel and other contractors. 

2. Timr and Place - The Production shall tnke place on .lulv 4, 21121, at approximately 9:110 l'~I, at Hon ti ndjnccnt to Srnsidr l.ngoon, 2011 l'nrtnfinn 
W ay • lkdondo 11£:irh, CA, Site. 

3.1 fll.- CLIENT agrees to pay PYRO a fee of$ 311,000.00 USD (Tl lllffY TIIOIISANU 1)()1.1.,\HS) ("Fee") for the Production. CLIENT 
shall pay to PYRO an initial payment ("Ini tial Payment") equal to 50 % of 1hc Produc1ion Fee$ 15,nno.uo USD (FIFl'n:N T IIOI IS,\ Nll UOI.I.AltS) plus 
est imated permit and standby fees, and other rcgu lntory costs approximated at $OIi.iHi Oil an s 111ount 10 br tlrtcrminrd, for a total of$15,000.00, upon the 
execution of this Agreement by both panics bul no later than .Ji,nr 17, 2021. The Initial Payment is a par1inl payment toward the prcproduclion services and costs 
set forlh in 1hc Scope of Work ("Preproduction Services and Costs".) The balance of the rec shall be paid no lalcr 1hnn J uh· 5, 2021. CLIENT authorizes PYRO 
10 receive and verify credit and finuncial informal ion concerning CL! ENT from w1y agency, person or entity including but not limited to credit reponing agencies. 
The "PRICE FIRM" dale, the date by which the executed Agr¢cment must be delivered 10 Pyro, is set forth in paragruph 20. 

3.2 lnterrst - In the event that the Fee is not paid in a limely manner, Cl.lf'.NT will be responsible for the payment of 1.5% interest per monlh 
or 18% annually on the unpaid balance:. If litigation arises out of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be cnlitktl to reasonable costs incurred in conneclion 
with the ti1igo1ion. including, but not limited to uttomcys' tees. 

3.3 faprn~c~ - PYRO shall pay all normal expenses directly rcla1cd to the Production including freight, insurance a~ outlined, pyrotechnic 
products, pyrnlechniccquipmcnt, experienced pyrotechnic personnel 10 set up and discharge the pyrotechnics and those additional items as outlined as PYRO's 
responsibility in lhe Scope of Work. CLIENT shall pay all costs related to the Production not supplied by PYRO including, but not limited to, those items 
outlined as CI.IENT's responsibility in lhis Agreement and Scope of Work. 

4. l'rnprlc1arv Rights - PYRO represents and warrant.s that it owns all copyrights, including performance rights, to this Production. except that PYRO 
docs nol own CUENT-owncd material or third-party-owned material that has been included in the Production, and as to such CLIENT-owned and third-party­
owned material. CLIENT a~sumes full responsibility therefore. CLIENT agrees that PYRO shall retain ownership of, und all copyrights and other rights to, the 
Production. except that PYHO shall not acquire or retain any ownership or other righls in or t(i CLIENT-owned material and third-party-owned malcrial und shall 
not be responsible in any way for such material. If applicable, CLIENT consents to the use ofCLIENT-own.:d material and represents that it has or will obtain 
any permission from uppropriatc third parties sufficient to uuthori1.c public exhibition of any such material in connec1ion with this Produclion. PYRO rescr,,.cs th.: 
ownership rights in its lradc names 1trn1 arc used in or arc a product of the Production. Any reproduction by sound, video or other duplication or recording process 
wi1hout 1hc express wrincn permission of PYRO is prohibited. 

S. Safrty - PYRO nnd CLIENT shall each comply with applicable federal, state und local laws and regulalions und employ safety programs and measures 
consis1ent with recognized applicable industry s1andards and practices. At all times before and during the Production, it shull be within PYRO's sole discre1io11 to 
dc1crminc whether or not the Production may be safely discharged or continued. It shull not constitute a breach of this Agreement by l'YRO for fireworks to fail 
or ma! function, or for PYRO to determine that lhc Production cannot be discharged or continued as a result of any conditions or circumstances affecting safety 
beyond the reasonable conlrol of PYRO. 

6. Scq1ri1y - CLIENT shall provide adcqualc security personnel. barricades, and Pol ice Dcpanmcnt services as may be necessary to preclude individuals 
01hcr than those au11tori1.cd by PYRO from entering an area to be dcsignalcd by PYRO as the area for the set-up und discharge of the Production, including a 
fallout area satisfactory to PYRO where the pyrotechnics may safely rise and any debris may sufcly fall. PYRO shall have no responsibility for monitoring or 
controlling CLIENT's other contractors, providers or volunteers; the public; areas to which the public or contractors have access; or any other public or contractor 
facil itics associated with the l'roduc1io11. 

7. Clunup - PYRO shall be responsible for the removal of all equipment provided by PYRO w1d clc1u1 up of any live pyrotechnic debris made necessary 
by PYRO. CLIENT shall be responsible for w1y other clean up which may he required of the Production or set-up, discharge and fallout areas including any 
environmental clean-up. 
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8. l'crmils - PYRO agrees to apply for permits for the firing of pyrotechnics only from the lt~dondo Ruch Firt Department, FAA, and USCG, if 
required. CLIENT shall be responsible for any fees u.,sociated with these permits including standby fees. Cl.IF.NT shall be responsible for obtaining any other 
necessary pennils, paying associated fees, and making other appropriate arrangements for Pol ice Departments, other Fire Departments, road closures, 
cvcnt/nctivity or land use permits or any permission o r permit required by uny Locul, Regional. State or l'cdcrul Government. 

9. ln~un1nce - PYRO shall at all times d11ring the performance of services herein ensure that the following insurance is maintained in connection with 
PYRO·s performance of this Agreement: (I) commercial general liubility insurance, including products, completed operations, nnd contractual liability under this 
Agreement; (2) automobile liability i11surnnce, (3) workers' compensation insurnncc and employer liability insurance. Such insurance is lo prolecl CLIENT from 
claims for bodi ly injury, including death, personal injury, and from claims of property danrngc, which may arise from PYRO's pcrfom1ancc of this J\grccmcnl, 
only. The types and amounts of coverage shall be as set forth in the Scope of Work. Such insurunce shall not include claims which arise from CLIENTs 
negligence or willful cnnducl nr from failure of CLIENT to perform its obligations under this Agreement, coverage for which shall be provided by CLIENT. 

The coverage oflhcsc policies shall be subject to reasonable inspection by CLIENT. Certifica1es of Insurance evidenc.ing the required general liability coverage 
shall be furnished 10 CLIENT prior to the rendering of services hereunder and shall include that the following arc named as additionally insured: CLIENT; 
Sponsors, Lamlowncrs. Barge Owners. if any; and Perrnining Authorities, with respect to the operations of PYRO at the Production. Pyrotechnic subcontractors 
or providers. if any, not covered under policies of insurance required hereby, shall secure, maintain and provide their own insurance coverage with respect to their 
respective operations and services. 

10. lndcmnilic111ion - PYRO represents and warrants that it is capable of furnishing the necessary experience, personnel, equipment, malcrials, providers, 
and expertise 10 produce the Production in u safe and professional manner. Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, PYRO shall indemnify, 
hold harmless, and defend CLIENT and the additional insureds from and against any and nil claims, actions, damages, liabilities and expenses, including but not 
limited to. at1omcy and other professional fees and court costs, in connection with the loss oflife, personal injury, and/or danrnge to property, arising from or 0111 
of the Production und the presentation thereof to the extent such are occa,ioned by any act or omission of PYRO, their officers, agents, contractors, providers, or 
employees. CLIENT shall indemnify, hold hannless, and defend PYRO from and against any and all claims, actions, damages, liability and expenses, including 
bnt nol limilcd to, auorncy and other professional fees and court costs in connection with the loss of life, personal injury, and/or damage to property, arising from 
or out of the Production and the presentation thereof lo the c.~tcnl such arc occasioned by any acl or omission of CLIENT, its ofticcrs, agents, contractors, 
providers. or employees. In m ) event shal l either party be liable for lhc consequential damages of the other party. 

11. Li111itntio11 o ( U~mni:rs for Ordinnn· llrrach - Except in the case of bodily injury and property damugc as provided in the insuruncc and 
indemnification prm·isions of Paragraphs 9 and 10, above, in the event CLIENT claims that PYRO has breached this Agreement or was otherwise negligent in 
performing the Production provided for herein, CLIENT shall not be entitled lo claim or recover monetary damages from PYRO beyond the amount CLIENT has 
paid 10 PYRO under this Agreement, and shall not be entitled to claim or recover any consequential damages from PYRO including, without limitation, damages 
for loss of income, business or profits. 

12. Force Mnkurc - CLIENT agrees to assume the risks ofwenlher, strike, civil unrest, terrorism, military action, governmental action, und any other 
causes beyond the control of PYRO which may prevent the Production from being safely discharged on the scheduled dale. which may cause the cancellation of 
any event for which CLIENT hus purch,Lsed the Production, or which may afTect or damage such portion of the exhibits as must be placed and exposed a 
necessary time before the Production. If, for any such reason, l'YRO is not reasonably nble 10 safely discharge the Production on the scheduled date, or at the 
scheduled time, o r should any event for which C LIENT h:u; purchased the Production be canceled as a result of such cuuscs. CLIENT may (i) reschedule the 
Production and pay PYRO such sums as provided in Paragraph 13, or (ii) cancel the Production and pay PYRO such sums a.s provided in Paragraph 14. based 
upon when the Production is canceled. 

13. Re~rhcdullng or Even I - If CLIENT elects to rescl1edule the Production, PYRO shall be paid the original Fee plus all additional expenses made 
necessary by rescheduling plus a 15% service fee on such additional expenses. Said expenses will be invoiced separately nnd payment will be due in full within S 
days of receipt. Cl .IENT and PYRO shall agree upon the rescheduled date taking into consideration availability of pennits, materials, equipment, transportation 
and labor. 'Ille Producti(ln shall be rescheduled for a dale nol more than 90 Oays subsequent to the date first set for the Production. The Production shall not be 
rescheduled to a date, or for an event, that historically has involved a fireworks produclion. The Production shall not he rescheduled between June 15th and July 
15th unless the original date was July 4th of that same year, or between December 15th and Jnmmry 15th unless the original dale was December 31 SI of the earlier 
ycur unless PYRO agrees lhRI such rescheduling wi ll not adversely affect normal business operat ions during those periods. 

14. !tight To Cancel - CLIENT shall have the op1ion lo unilaterally cunccl the Production prior lo the scheduled date. If CLIENT exercises this option. 
CLIENT ngrces to pay to PYRO, as liquidated damages, the following percentages of the Fee as set forth in Paragraph 3.1. I) 50% if cancellation occurs 30 or 
more days prior to the scheduled date, 2) 75% if cancellation occurs I S to 29 days prior to the scheduled J ute, 3) 100% thereafter. In the event CLIENT cancels 
the Production, it will be impractical or extremely difficult 10 fix ac1ual an1ounl of PYRO's damages. The foregoing represents a reasonable estimate of the 
damages PYRO will sufTcr if CLIENT cancels the Production. 

15. No Joint Vtnturc - 11 is agreed, nothing in this Agreement or in PYRO's pcrfonnance of the Production shall be construed ns fonning a partnership or 
joint venture between CLIENT and l'YRO. PYRO shall be and is an independent contractor with CLIENT and not an employee of CLIENT. The Parties hereto 
shall be severally responsible for 1hcir own separate debts and obligations and neither Party shall be hdd responsible for any agreements or obligations not 
expressly provided for herein. 

16. Applicuhlc I.aw - This Agreement and the rights and obligations of the Parties hereunder shall be construed in nccordnncc with the laws of California. 
It is further agreed that the Central Judicial District of San Bernardino County, California, shall be proper venue for any such action. In the e,•cnt that the scope of 
the Production is reduced by authorities having jurisdiction or by either Party for safety concerns, the full dollar amounts outlined in this Agreement nrc 
enforceable. 

17. No tiers - Any Notice to the Parties permilled or required under this Agreement may be given by moiling such Notice in the United States Mail, 
postage prepaid, first ela~s. addressed as follows: PYRO - Pyro Spectaculars, Inc., P.O. nox 2329, Rialto, California, 92377, or for overnight delivery lo 3196 N.

20. Price Firm - If any cl1anges or alterations arc made by CLIENT to this Agreement or if this Agreement is not executed by CLIENT and delivered to 
PYRO on or before the PRICE FIRM date shown below, or if the Initial Payment is not paid on or before the due date, then the price, date, and scope of the 
Production ure subject to review and acceptance by PYRO for a period of 15 days following delivery to PYRO of the executed Agreement. In the event it is not 
accepted by PYRO, PYRO shnll give CI.IENT written not ice, und this Agreement shall be void.
