Description

The City completed the Dominguez Park Playground Improvement Project, which included replacement and upgrade of play
equipment, rubber surfacing, landscaping, walkways, benches, and fencing in the southwest section of Dominguez Park. The
Project footprint is located within the bounds of the closed Redondo Beach (RB) Dump, an approximately 16-acre closed
municipal solid waste landfill under the regulatory jurisdiction of CalRecycle, the agency that oversees and regulates non-
hazardous waste handling, including active and closed solid waste landfills. The closed RB Dump falls under the regulatory
jurisdiction of Los Angeles County Department of Public Health. The City is required to follow a workplan that consists of a
waste delineation plan and a perimeter landfill gas monitoring plan. The waste delineation plan summarizes means and
methods that will be utilized to perform field investigations for the purpose of evaluating the horizontal and vertical extent of
waste at the Site. The perimeter landfill gas monitoring plan would install a landfill gas perimeter monitoring network and
include a landfill gas monitoring and reporting program. The monitoring program will consist of an initial 12 months of
monthly monitoring and quarterly landfill gas sampling and laboratory analysis for fixed gases.
